


Keep it simple, one to two lines, so the youngest family members can
memorize it and find it meaningful. Examples: “We are builders,” “No empty

chairs,” “To serve others,” “All for one and one for all,” etc.

Step 3.
Stay on course.
As parents, you are the role models. Keep smiling and getting back on track.

The promise: By writing a Family Mission Statement, the message to your
children is that your family is important—you know what you stand for and how
you are going to work together to accomplish it.
