Deep Creek Elementary(s theme this year is
3Better Together” We believe that partnering with community members and local business owners to provide a
print rich learning environment for as many school age children as possible is a priority. Research shows students
reading 20 minutes per day will score in the 90" percentile on standardized tests. More importantly it aids in devel-
oping language, writing and critical thinking skills. The gift of reading strengthens a student{s ability to understand
the world outside of their own experiences.

We would like to kickoff this school year with an initiative providing our elementary schools with book vending
machines.
