Clarifications: 
In kindergarten, students learn to listen to one another respectfully. 

In grades 1-2, students build upon these skills by justifying what 
they are thinking. For example: “I think ________ because 
_______.” The collaborative conversations are becoming academic 
conversations. 

In grades 3-12, students engage in academic conversations 
discussing claims and justifying their reasoning, refining and 
applying skills. Students build on ideas, propel the conversation, 
and support claims and counterclaims with evidence.

Clarifications: 
Students will incorporate skills learned into work products to 
produce quality work. For students to incorporate these skills 
appropriately, they must receive instruction. A 3rd grade student 
creating a poster board display must have instruction in how to 
effectively present information to do quality work.

Clarifications: 
In kindergarten and 1st grade, students learn the difference 
between formal and informal language. For example, the way we 
talk to our friends differs from the way we speak to adults. In 2nd 
grade and beyond, students practice appropriate social and 
academic language to discuss texts.
