Course Description

The grade 9-12 World History course consists of the following content area
strands: World History, Geography and Humanities. This course is a continued
in-depth study of the history of civilizations and societies from the middle
school course, and includes the history of civilizations and societies of North
and South America. Students will be exposed to historical periods leading to
the beginning of the 21st Century. So that students can clearly see the
relationship between cause and effect in historical events, students should
have the opportunity to review those fundamental ideas and events from
ancient and classical civilizations.

Expectations and Goals

Through this course you will learn to interpret and create representations of historical
events and concepts. You will examine and comprehend well-written, longer complex
reading passages as well as shorter ones in order to increase our knowledge of World
History. In addition, you will be assigned high-level, complex tasks and assignments
which will require any answers to be supported with evidence from the text. You will also
complete several extensive text-based researches and writing opportunities (claims and
evidence). Perhaps more important than your classwork however, you are expected to
treat your fellow students with kindness and compassion and behave in a manner that
makes you an exemplary Lemon Bay High School student.
